There’s nothing He cannot do (double negative for emphasis) to 
pull you through the present distress.  Lean on Him.  Cry 
out to the One with all power. 
 We can have confidence that God will bring us through 
our crisis because He has done it for others. 
God has lots of experience in bringing folks through their 
crises.  He’s been doing it since Creation starting with 
Adam & Eve in the Garden.  He brought Abraham through 
crisis after crisis.  He brought Joseph through a series of 
unfair circumstances back to the top.  He brought David 
through the effects of his own sin.  He will bring you 
through, too.  He is able. 
 We can have confidence that God will bring us through 
our crisis because He promised He would.  He said he 
would hear our prayers and be with us.  Psalms 50:15 
says,  
 

 ñAnd call upon me in the day of trouble: I will deliver  

 thee, and thou shalt glorify me.ò 
 

God is able.  God has done it for others and He’s no 
respecter of persons.  And God has promised He would 
deliver IF we would call on Him in our crisis. 
 Finally, we can have confidence that God will bring us 
through our crisis because He cares. 
 

1 Peter 5:6  Humble yourselves therefore under the mighty  

 hand of God, that he may exalt you in due time:  

1 Peter 5:7  Casting all your care upon him; for he careth  

 for  you. 
 

 Dear friend, you have hope—in God.  In your crisis, 
turn to the Friend that sticks closer than a brother, Jesus 
Christ.   
 If you don’t know Him, He will forgive your sin and 
save your soul.  If you do know Him, He will never leave 
nor forsake you.  He will go through the valley with you.

Judgment is Near – Get Right with God 
 

Psalm 33:12  Blessed is the nation whose God is the LORD; and the 

people whom he hath chosen for his own inheritance. 

Psalm 33:13  The LORD looketh from heaven; he beholdeth all the 

 sons of men. 

Psalm 33:14  From the place of his habitation he looketh upon all  the 

inhabitants of the earth. 

Psalm 33:15  He fashioneth their hearts alike; he considereth all 

 their works . 
 

 Sodom and Gomorrah gave themselves over to sin and 
would not turn to God.  God poured out judgment on them. 
 Israel sinned in the days of the Judges when everyone did 
that which was right in their own eyes.  For their selfish choices 
while ignoring God who created them and had freed them from 
Egypt’s bondage, God sent enemies to terrorize them and bind 
them.  God poured out judgment on them. 
 Israel sinned again in Jeroboam’s day and forgot God and 
His Word and God judged them by giving them wicked Kings 
and bringing them into bondage and later, into exile.  God 
poured out judgment on them. 
 Israel sinned again, and God brought Roman bondage on 
them.  God poured out judgment again on them. (There are 
many other instances we could cite.)  God is a loving God, but 
also a Just God.  He’s not impotent.  He’s omnipotent and 
sovereign to do whatever He wishes to do. 
 AND make no mistake… God is not dead.  He’s not asleep.  
He STILL considers all of our works.  When a nation compounds 
evil upon evil, even in its laws, God is watching. 
 Since Roe vs Wade, America has violated the 6

th
 

commandment and made it legal to kill 47 million babies without 
much protest from the populace.  By contrast, the nightly news 
shows peoples’ grief over the death of local ducks.  We have not 

valued or chosen life.  God’s judgment on America is impending; 
Yea it’s already here. 
 America has refused God’s teachings on marriage being 
between a man and a woman in favor of accepting sodomy and 
adultery as acceptable and protected lifestyles.  You can be 
sure that God’s judgment on America is impending; Yea it’s 
already here. 
 I love America like the Old Testament believers loved their 
nation, Israel.  But it’s obvious that we are following in their 
rebellious path.  We cannot think our nation can willfully and 
habitually sin and promote it, and avoid God’s judgment.  In 
other generations, God judged a sinful nation by giving them 
ungodly leaders and sending enemies to oppress them.
